Asian American/Pacific Islander graduates
had the highest average ACT Composite
scores and the largest score increase (+1.1
scale points). Average ACT Composite
scores for American Indian/Alaska Native and
White graduates increased by 0.2 and 0.3
point, respectively. These score changes
have occurred as more graduates from each
racial/ethnic group have taken the ACT.
