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ACT Scores Over Time by Race/Ethnicity 

Average ACT Composite scores for Asian and 
Hispanic graduates increased between 2009 and 
2013, while those of most other groups remained 
level over that period. ACT Composite scores of 
American Indian graduates declined by 0.9 scale 
point.

Asian graduates had the highest average ACT 
Composite scores and the largest score increase  
(+0.3 scale point). These score changes have occurred 
as more students from each racial/ethnic group have 
taken the ACT.
