Twenty-six percent of 2013 ACT-tested graduates met
all four ACT College Readiness Benchmarks, while only
21% of 2012-13 ACT Plan®—tested 10th graders and
16% of 2012-13 ACT Explore®—tested students did so.
Across the grade levels, only the English Benchmark was
met by more than 50% of all tested students.
