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Academic achievement, as
measured by ACT College
Readiness Benchmark
attainment, has a clear and
distinctive relationship with the
path taken by high school
graduates. Those who were
more academically ready were
more likely to enroll in 4-year
institutions. Graduates who
enrolled in 2-year colleges or
pursued other options after
high school were more likely to
have met fewer Benchmarks.
For the sizable number of
2013 graduates who did not
meet any Benchmarks, their
post—high school opportunities
appear to have been

limited compared to their
college-ready peers.
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
