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In the last seven years, participation in high school extracurricular
activities by ACT test takers has remained fairly stable. The greatest
increase in participation was in social organizations such as fraternities
or sororities, which increased from 8% in 2006 to 12% in 2012. Political
organizations, on the other hand, were among the least popular in 2006
(5%) and decreased further in 2012 (3%).

The most popular extracurricular
activities in both years are service
organizations and varsity athletics.
Both have gained participants
since 2006 (an increase of 2 and
3 percentage points, respectively).
