EXPANDED THE NUMBER OF STUDENT SPECIFIC VARIABLES USED TO MATCH MULTIPLE STUDENT
RECORDS IN 2002. THOSE STUDENTS WHO TESTED RESIDUALLY OR UNDER EXTENDED TIME
CONDITIONS ARE NOT INCLUDED.
