SCHOOL IN THE SPRING OF 2005. IF A STUDENT TESTED MORE THAN ONCE, ONLY HIS/HER MOST
RECENT TEST RECORD IS USED. DUE TO THE INCREASING NUMBER OF REPEAT TEST-TAKERS, ACT
EXPANDED THE NUMBER OF STUDENT SPECIFIC VARIABLES USED TO MATCH MULTIPLE STUDENT
RECORDS IN 2002. THOSE STUDENTS WHO TESTED RESIDUALLY OR UNDER EXTENDED TIME
CONDITIONS ARE NOT INCLUDED.

IT SHOULD BE NOTED THAT GRADUATING STUDENTS WHO TAKE THE ACT ASSESSMENT ARE NOT
NECESSARILY REPRESENTATIVE OF GRADUATING STUDENTS NATIONALLY. STUDENTS WHO LIVE IN
THE MIDWEST, ROCKY MOUNTAINS, PLAINS AND SOUTHERN REGIONS OF THE COUNTRY ARE OVER

STUDENTS SCORING AT OR BELOW A SELECTED SCORE VALUE. FOR EXAMPLE, IF A SCALE SCORE OF
21 ON THE ACT COMPOSITE HAD A CP OF 56, THIS MEANS THAT 56% OF THE TESTED POPULATION
WERE AT OR BELOW A SCORE OF 21. TO FIND THE PERCENT OF STUDENTS WHO HAD SCORES
