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The current study investigated differences in the demographic and socioeconomic characteristics of “working learners” (high school 

students working 15 hours or more a week) and non-working learners. It also explored how working learner status is related to a measure 

of postsecondary readiness as well as career sureness. This was done using self-reported data from the assessment records of U.S. high 

school students from the October 2014 ACT national testing date.1

Findings 

•	 28.4% of respondents reported working more than 15 

hours a week, while 71.6% of respondents reported 

working 0-15 hours a week. 

•	 Working learners were more likely to have lower 

postsecondary readiness scores, expect to work more 

intensely while in college, and to be more sure of their 

career plans. 

•	 Gender did not significantly predict working learner 

status. 

•	 White/Asian students were found to be more likely 

than minority students to work in high school. 

•	 Older students were found to also be more likely to 

work in high school. 

•	 SES status as defined by parental income had no real 

impact on working learner status after controlling for 

other student characteristics.
