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ACT Composite Scores Among 
Homeschooled Students Trended Up from 
2001 to 2019

This report summarizes trends in ACT® Composite scores for homeschooled students 
compared with private- and public-school students. From 2001 to 2013, mean ACT 
Composite scores for homeschooled students fluctuated between a low value of 22.3 in 
2007 and a high of 22.7 in 2013. The mean ACT Composite scores for homeschooled 
students trended upwards from 2013 to 2018 and have been consistently higher than 
those for public school students, with the difference ranging between 1.4 score points 
in 2007 to 2.7 score points in 2018. Compared to students enrolled in private schools, 
homeschooled students have scored lower since 2003, with the gap incrementally 
widening to 1.3 points by 2019. All three groups have experienced declines in mean 
ACT Composite score since 2017, marking the first time that scores dropped for all three 
groups.
