Workforce in Nevada 
 
11,959 Nevada students, or 36%, 
had an interest in STEM, but only 
3,802 (11%) had both an 
expressed interest (they plan to 
pursue a STEM major or career) 
and a measured interest (their 
ACT Interest Inventory score 
pointed to a STEM field). 
 
Nevada’s future STEM educator 
pipeline may be in danger—only 
43 students planned to enter 
math education, and only 21 
science education.
